Ⅰ. Significances of Activity:
   As a mass cultural form which suits both refined and popular tastes, cartoon is exceedingly popular in teenagers featured with form variety, modeling flexibility, fine sense of humor and closeness of real life. China International Youth and Children’s Cartoon Contest requires youngsters to picture colorful world through cartoon based on their real life so as to advocate civilized habits, satirize unhealthy phenomenon and reflect new impression of daily life. And this contest would also promote popularity of cartoon among young people to achieve mutual exchanges and common development.
Ⅱ. Participating Objectives:

       Teenagers under 18 years old all over the world could join in the contest.
Ⅲ.Contest Duration:
November 2010-May 2011
Ⅳ. Contest Procedures:
   1. Organizing committee and judging panel are established in Nov 2010. Organizing committee of the contest is composed of holding units and organizers and the judging panel is constituted by experts invited from home and abroad.
2. Contest notice and announcement of draft-levying shall be released by China National Youth Palace Association, China Association for Children’s Arts, Hangzhou People’s Association of International Friendship and through internet etc in Jan 2010. 
3. Deadline of draft-levying is March 20, 2011(subject to postmark date). 
4. From the last ten-day period of March to the end of April in 2011, preliminary and final assessments shall be made, organizing outstanding works’ exhibition and prize presentation and finishing printed sample reels. (Further notice would be made about exhibition and prize presentation).
    5. Exhibition and prize presentation of the contest shall be carried out with the combination of China International Cartoon and Animation Festival in the end of April to the beginning of May in 2011.
    6. Mailing work of certificates and sample reels shall be completed in May 2011.
Ⅴ. Job Requirements:
    1. Cartoon fans in adolescent art clubs and training classes shall be organized and tutored by the units who received this notice in accordance with regulations of the contest for creation and contribution (with no limitation of manuscript amount).
2. Each organization shall organize to propagandize this contest in a large scale, and influence and drive more teenagers to attend this activity.
3. The contest will set the organizational prizes as per the contribution works’ number and awards situation.

V. solicit Contributions Group and Collection Scope 
All the teenagers across the world are qualified to attend the contest , and their ages shall no more than 18 years old. Moreover, the contest is open to both individual and collective groups  
VI. Contest Theme 

1.Rabbits of the Cenozoic era  2. Inner voices of water 3 Monkey King is on Cloud Nine  

4. World Expo Aftertaste 
VII. Contest Rules: 

1. The contest can be divided into two groups as middle school group and primary school group 
2. The works which attend the contest must be the original works, and each contestant shall send no more than 2 works. 
3 At the back side of each piece of works, it shall be attached with a form which includes the information as the nationality, name, sex. Birth date, contest group number ( middle school group or primary school group ), school name, contact address, post code, instructor of the author, and title of the work as well as brief introduction etc. (For the form, please see the appendix)  
4. The works of this contest can be divided into three types as hand painting works, computer painting works and flash carton works: 

A  Hand painting works requirements: For the hand painting works, it shall send the original work to attend the contest. Please bringing your imagination into full play during the works creation process, meanwhile, the works shall be new in idea, healthy and inspiring. Moreover, the techniques of expression of the works are not limit to certain types, and the single breadths, four characters, strip cartons and other creative cartoons are welcomed in this contest(black and white or the color ones are acceptable). The paper dimension of the works shall no less than 20×30cm, but no larger than 55×40cm, and the mounting of the works is not necessary.   
B Computer Painting works requirements: creating the works around the theme, and the works shall be clearly printed by color printing, the paper size is the size of A4 paper, and at the back of the works , it shall note the relevant information on the works and the author, and then send to the contest committee by mail. 
C. Requirements of Flash Cartoon Works: The works should be created according to the theme of the competition, which include the personal creation and the team creation (Each member of the team should be under 18 years old.). The works should be submitted in the form of SWF, and the file capacity should be less than or equal to 5M. Meanwhile, the participant should submit the source file and the description of the work. Refer to the third point of “VII Competition Rules”, the author’s name and the information related to the works should be specified in the WORD of the disc. The SWF file, source file and the description of the work should be burnt onto a disc and mailed to the competition committee. The submitted flash cartoon works should be originally designed, but not alternate, copy or plagiarize other’s works, with the complete version. Once any rule violation is found, the eligibility will be cancelled.  
5. This competition does not charge the entry fees in any manners. 
VIII. Awards Setting
1. 10 Outstanding Awards are set (Each winner will obtain RMB1, 000 Yuan.). And the Gold Award, Silver Award, Bronze Award and Excellence Award are set according to 1%, 1.5%, 2.5% and 5% of the amount of the works separately. 
    2. The Outstanding Organization Award is set, which aims at rewarding the units, who submit over 300 works, or the teams with a high award-wining rate. 
    3. The Outstanding Tutorship Award is set for the guidance teachers of the Outstanding Award and Gold Award winners, as well as the teacher of the Organization Award receiving team. 
4. The competition will select the best works and list them into the portfolio. The winners will award the certificate and portfolio. Meanwhile, the winners will obtain 2011 You Mo Da Shi (the first or the second half of a month) for a whole year.   
IX. Works Display

    The excellent works will be displayed in the internet or through the professional art exhibition. All winners’ name will be published in the Internet (URL: Hangzhou Youth & Children’s Center: http://www.hzqsm.com ). A part of award-winning works will be published in You Mo Da Shi.
